3. ART FOR EARTH’S SAKE: For an original artwork around the environment theme that raises awareness of the challenge and/or provides positive inspiration for acting to ensure the future well-being of people and the planet. 
4. ECOLOGY THROUGH THE LENS: For an original short film piece (maximum length 3 minutes) around the environment theme that raises awareness of the challenge and/or provides positive inspiration for acting to ensure the future well-being of people and the planet. Please note – must be original work with no copyright issues.
